 German for newcomers - Allegra 
An intensive course at GER level A1, with a lot of in-

formation on life in Switzerland and in the Canton 

Basel-Landschaft BL. 

 

 German in the morning 
Intensive course at GER level A2 - B1. 

 

 German for women - Connectica 
Courses lasting one semester, for women at GER level 

A1 - A2, with German-speaking child-care options in 

the Canton Basel-Landschaft BL. 

 

 German in the evenings or on Saturdays 
Courses lasting one semester, at GER level A1 - B1. 

 

 Focus courses 
Courses that concentrate on certain aspects of Ger-

man, such as Swiss-German, writing or conversation. 

 

 Exam preparation 
Preparatory courses for the recognised German certifi-

cate exams telc A1, telc A2 and telc B1. 

 

 Civic education - the Swiss state 
A course that prepares candidates for naturalisation, 

providing basic knowledge on how the Swiss state is 

organised and functions.

Specialised language teachers visit private and public 

playgroups in the Canton Basel-Landschaft BL and 

teach children once a week, in order to encourage 2½ 

to 5-year-olds to speak German from early on. 

 

 Intercultural communication 
Tailor-made further training courses on intercultural 

subjects improve understanding between groups and 

contribute to reducing barriers between different cul-

tures.

We are mandated by various organisations, including 

the Federal Office for Migration (FOM) or the Canton 

Basel-Landschaft BL, to develop and realise need-

based integration projects, which we run autono-

mously or in collaboration with other institutions.
